About Ottica TV

Ottica TV was set up in late 2008 as a platform for contemporary art based movie content. The inclusion of moving imagery within gallery installation, object-based exhibitions and performance had, by then, become an increasingly important feature of the experience of art. Yet outside of this immediacy there had been very little documentation of these encounters. 
With the universal adoption of broadband and the provision of streaming facilities, it became possible to distribute specialised content and develop audiences that matched this interest. Starting from a broad brief, Ottica TV became a niche internet project with a special interest in the London art movie subculture. 
It is an important part of the project that the content is available for encounters in the ‘real’ world such as screenings, environments, and events. These are documented in the series of e-magazines to be found on our homepage. It is also vital that the Channel acts as a resource to introduce artists to the work of their contemporaries and as a bridge between different countries and cultures.
Ottica TV continues to evolve in response to the opportunities of the medium and the contributions of its authors. What you find on the Channel is the kind of content that you might encounter on a visit to an art gallery, as a commentary on contemporary culture or experimental narratives.
